1. Mayor Thorpe called the Council Meeting to order at 7:00 PM

2. Mayor Thorpe opened Public Hearing #1…this was a PUBLIC HEARING on the proposal to sell real 

estate described as Lots Fifteen (15) and Seventeen (17), Walpole Addition, Second Filing to the City of 

Sloan in the County of Woodbury and State of Iowa.
